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1. INTRODUCTION
Established at Ahmedabad in 1961, the National 

Institute of Design (NID) offers multidisciplinary design 

education. The institute functions as an autonomous 

body under the Department for Promotion of Industry 

and Internal Trade (DPIIT), Ministry of Commerce & 

Industry, Government of India and has been declared 

an Institute of National Importance by virtue of the 

National Institute of Design Act, 2014 (No.18 of 2014) 

which has come into effect from September 16, 2014.

NID has attained national and international repute 

owing to its experience in the fields of design 

education, research, application of advanced teaching 

methodologies, and unparalleled design research 

projects all of which span more than six decades. It has 

been recognised as a Scientific and Industrial Research 

Organisation (SIRO) by the Department of Science & 

Technology, Government of India. NID is also a member 

of the Association of Indian Universities (AIU).

Beginning as a single-campus institute, NID has now 

grown into a multicampus institute with a national and 

international profile. Presently, NID has two extension 

campuses—one each at Gandhinagar and Bengaluru 

which were established in the early 2000s.

From an institute mainly providing undergraduate 

programmes, NID has become one of the pioneering 

design institutes in the world with Bachelor’s (B.Des.) 

and Master’s (M.Des.) programmes across 5 broad 

faculty streams and 20 diverse design disciplines. 

In pursuit of its continued commitment to design 

research, NID started a Doctoral Programme in Design 

which gives impetus to design research priorities for its 

current faculty in collaboration with researchers who 

are selected as Ph.D. scholars under faculty supervision.

The institute has state-of-the-art infrastructural 

facilities such as the Skill Development Labs, 

Knowledge Management Centre (KMC), Information 

Technology (IT) Centre, and Design Vision Centre 

to name a few. These have helped NID establish its 

leadership and pre-eminence among various design 

institutions.

NID continues to be an aspirational ‘Institutional 

Global Brand’ for the youth and this is manifested in 

the increasing demand to secure admission at NID. The 

number of students graduating from the institute each 

year has increased substantially; it has increased from 

35 in 2000 to over 300 in 2020.

NID has also signed collaborative agreements with 100 

premier design institutes across the world, facilitating 

increased international exposure for students and 

faculty. The institute’s efforts towards becoming an 

effective medium for design promotion continue 

to draw strength from partnerships with other 

global organisations such as Cumulus, World Design 

Organisation (formerly ICSID), and GALA Consortium to 

name a few.

NID has been playing a significant role in promoting 

design through various first-time initiatives. It has been 

instrumental in initiating the CII-NID Design Summit 

and the Businessworld-NID Design Excellence Award 

with an aim to move towards a ‘Design-enabled India’. 
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NID’s efforts towards making a National Design Policy 

finally materialised in February 2007 when the then 

Central Government announced the National Design 

Policy (NDP), the first among developing countries. In 

pursuance of the NDP, and with the initial handholding 

of NID Ahmedabad, the Department for Promotion 

of Industry and Internal Trade (DPIIT), Ministry of 

Commerce & Industry, Government of India set up 

four new NIDs for design education; namely, NID 

Andhra Pradesh, NID Haryana, NID Madhya Pradesh, 

and NID Assam all on the lines of NID Ahmedabad. As 

envisaged in the NDP, the Centre also set up the India 

Design Council (IDC) on March 2, 2009 with Director 

NID as its Member Secretary. NID’s collaboration with 

several national and international institutions has 

helped foster a culture of scientific enquiry through 

collaborative partnerships; for the faculty and students, 

this has become a platform for exchanging knowledge 

and ideas.

NID is a unique institution with design excellence, 

intellectual wealth, and a time-tested educational 

culture that is instrumental in addressing social 

problems and concerns. Today, the institute’s graduates 

are active in all sectors of the economy, and many 

have distinguished themselves in fields as diverse as 

textiles, product design, craft design and promotion, 

advertising, filmmaking, multimedia, automobile 

design, developmental communication as well as 

design education. The institute believes that good 

design is good business and that it contributes to 

economic prosperity and better quality of life.
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The establishment of NID was as an outcome of several 

local and global forces. The late 1950s saw a confluence 

of these forces, and this was a significant era for Indian 

culture and education. This was a time for reappraisal 

and reconstruction in a newly-independent India. A 

young nation was confronted with the mammoth task 

of nation building, of balancing age-old traditions 

with modern technology and ideas. The Modern 

Movement, the philosophy of Machine Aesthetics, and 

revolutionary experimentation in the arts, architecture, 

and design were all taking place at the same time. 

There was a search for the Indian identity across all 

aspects of life.

1.1 HISTORY
In 1955, Pupul Jayakar, the noted writer on Indian craft 

traditions and the founder of the Indian Handlooms 

and Handicrafts Export Council (HHEC) met the 

renowned American designer Charles Eames at the 

Museum of Modern Art in New York. The museum had 

organised a unique exhibition titled ‘The Textiles and 

Ornamental Arts of India’. This would be the beginning 

of a lifelong dialogue between these two eminent 

individuals.

At the same time, the then Government of India 

was considering establishing an institute of design 

based on the advice of Pupul Jayakar and other like-

minded people. The 1950s was a decade of rapid 

industrialisation in India, and clearly, the need for such 

an institute grew stronger. In 1957, the Government of 

India requested the Ford Foundation to invite Charles 

Eames and Ray Eames to visit India. Charles Eames and 

Ray Eames travelled to all parts of the country, meeting 

and talking to writers, craftspersons, architects, 

scientists, industrialists, educators, and philosophers. 

They extensively photographed their travel across the 

country.
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On April 7, 1958, the Eameses presented The India 

Report to the Government of India. This report defined 

the underlying spirit that would lead to the founding 

of NID and the simultaneous beginning of design 

education in India. It recommended a problem-solving 

design consciousness that linked learning with actual 

experience and suggested that the designer could 

be a bridge between tradition and modernity. The 

report called upon future designers to re-examine the 

alternatives of growth available to the country at that 

time.

Based on the recommendations made in The India 

Report, the Government of India, with assistance 

from the Ford Foundation and the Sarabhai family 

established the National Institute of Industrial Design, 

as it was originally called, as an autonomous all-India 

body in September 1961 at Ahmedabad. 

Today, NID is a pioneer in industrial design education 

after Bauhaus and Ulm in Germany and is known for 

its pursuit of design excellence to make ‘Designed in 

India, Made for the World’ a reality. NID’s graduates 

have made a mark in key sectors of commerce, industry, 

thought leadership, and social development.
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AHMEDABAD CAMPUS
Situated on the banks of the Sabarmati River, the NID 

Ahmedabad Campus, as very the first campus to be 

established, offers eight courses towards the Bachelor 

of Design (B.Des.) programme, seven courses towards 

the Master of Design (M.Des.) programme, and also the 

Doctoral Programme in Design.

Apart from design education, the NID Ahmedabad 

Campus houses different departments which provide 

hands-on,  project-based educational platforms 

through its various departments such as the Integrated 

Design Services, Research & Development, Continuing 

Education Programmes, Centre for Teaching & 

Learning, NID Press and several others.

1.2 CAMPUSES OF THE 
NATIONAL INSTITUTE OF 
DESIGN, AHMEDABAD
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GANDHINAGAR CAMPUS
Considering new initiatives in education and the need 

for focused, research-led postgraduate programmes, an 

extension campus was established at Gandhinagar in a 

15-acre plot in July 2004.

The first phase of the construction project covering 

the hostel block, faculty residence, and academic block 

was completed with procurement and installation of 

interior systems/LAN/WAN and the academic activities 

commenced from the new academic block from the 

Academic Year 2008–09.

To start with, the postgraduate courses in Software and 

User Interface Design, Information and Digital Design, 

and New Media Design were conducted from the 

transit campus at Gandhinagar.

With the completion of the first phase of construction 

(Academic Block and Living Spaces), four more 

postgraduate programmes; namely, Lifestyle Accessory 

Design, Apparel Design, Toy & Game Design, and 

Strategic Design Management from the Ahmedabad 

Campus were moved to the Gandhinagar Campus from 

the Academic Year 2008–09.

With the completion of phase-II of the Academic 

Block, two more postgraduate programmes; namely, 

Photography Design and Transportation & Automobile 

Design were moved from the Ahmedabad Campus 

to the Gandhinagar Campus from the Academic Year 

2011–12.
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BENGALURU CAMPUS
The NID Bengaluru Campus is located in 

Yeshwanthapura, in the northwestern part of 

Bengaluru city in the state of Karnataka. It was set up 

in collaboration with the Department for Promotion 

of Industry and Internal Trade (DPIIT), Ministry of 

Commerce and Industry and the Ministry of Electronics 

& Information Technology, Government of India. The 

campus was inaugurated in March 2006 and today 

stands as a compact set-up on a small 2-acre site.

The campus commenced with two postgraduate 

programmes: Design for Digital experience and Design 

for Retail experience from the academic year 2007–

2008. 

Today, the NID Bengaluru campus offers a Masters in 

Design (M.Des.) in Design for Retail Experience, Digital 

Game Design, Information Design, Interaction Design 

and Universal Design.

Workshop for the Leather Puppetry Cluster from 

September 13 to 25, 2022 at NID Bengaluru Campus 

under the USTTAD Scheme

The third and final workshop for the leather puppetry 

cluster of Nimmalakunta, Andhra Pradesh was held 

at the National Institute of Design, Bengaluru, from 

September 13 to 25, 2022. This workshop was a part 

of the USTTAD scheme, an initiative of the Ministry of 

Minority Affairs, with NID as Knowledge Partner. 

The leather puppetry craft of Nimmalakunta is locally 

known as tholu bommalaata. Originally used to make 

leather puppets, the artisans largely sell lampshades 

and wall partitions today and use metal as a structural 

support. In these workshops, the key intervention was 

introducing bamboo as a structural material, which the 

artisans adapted to quickly. 
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A range of new products such as a 6’ tall screen 

divider, spectacle holders, storage boxes, new range 

of lampshades, wall installations, clocks among others 

were developed.

First Workshop for Crochet Craft from September 19 

to 01 October, 2022 at Panjim, Goa under the USTTAD 

Scheme

This workshop saw the enthusiastic participation of 25 

skilled women crocheters. This workshop was organised 

as part of the USTTAD scheme, an initiative of the 

Ministry of Minority Affairs with the National Institute 

of Design as Knowledge Partner.

Here, they were introduced to new materials such as 

cotton yarns, cotton cords, jute yarns, acrylic yarns, and 

paper raffia among others. New products developed 

include doilies, coasters, jewellery items, swatches, 

bags, toys, home decor items, mats, and storage boxes.

International Annual Systemic Design Symposium

NID Ahmedabad was a guest host for a day on October

The festival 

had an interesting line-up of events such as:

Young filmmakers 

from more than 25 countries participated in the 

contest. The Golden Comma and Silver Comma 

awards with cash prizes of Rs.100,000/- and 

Rs.75,000/- in fiction and non-fiction categories were 

given to the best films. 

	o Audiophile: This is a new initiative to encourage 

storytelling through sound. Entries by Indian artists 

were invited in the narrative and experimental 

categories with a cash prize of Rs.50,000/- for the 

best Audiophile in each category.
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	o CineBazar: The first edition of Cine Bazaar, a 

marketplace for young filmmakers was organised 

in Alpavirama.

Pottery of Ladakh Under the USTTAD Project

Over the course of 

three workshops, two of which were offered at the 

cluster in Likir and one at NID, a new group of artisans, 

most of them women, were integrated into the 

practice of this craft. 

Products were developed targeting the tourist and 

local markets and included miniatures, figurines, and 

jewellery among other home and personal accessories. 

These were inspired by the local culture, cuisine, 

stories, and petroglyphs of Ladakh. 

Where I Stand

NID Ahmedabad and the British Council jointly 

organised ‘Where I Stand’, an exhibition of prints and 

multimedia artworks featuring the works of seven 

contemporary artists from India and Scotland. The 

exhibition opened at the National Institute of Design in 

Ahmedabad on  February 10 and at the British Council 

in Delhi on March 10 and is due to travel back to 

Edinburgh.

Devised by Edinburgh Printmakers in partnership with 

Flow India, the Future Flow project has seen 20 young 

art workers from India and Scotland collaborate in 

partnership to deliver a new exhibition and series of 

public events. 

The exhibition title captured the curatorial desire 

to reject the existence of one ‘objective’ point of 

view when recording and analysing the political 

and interpersonal relationships between India and 

Scotland. ‘From Where I Stand’ instead favours multiple 

singular perspectives for their ability to weave together 

complex and multifaceted stories and accounts of the 

past, and to inform more inclusive and sustainable 

narratives for the future.

This project was part of the British Council’s ‘India/

UK Together: A Season of Culture’, which marks the 

deep connections and 75th anniversary of India with a 

landmark programme that strengthens the friendship 

and vibrant cultural bonds of both countries, while 

addressing shared global challenges.

Third Design and Skill Development workshop for the 

Usta Kala Artisans of Bikaner

The third design and skill development workshop 

for the Usta Kala artisans of Bikaner concluded at 

the cluster on February 17, 2023. Sixteen artisans 

participated in this workshop, which was held as part 

of the USTTAD scheme, an initiative of the Ministry of 

Minority Affairs, with the National Institute of Design, 

Ahmedabad, as knowledge partner. This was the final 

of the three workshops.

The workshop focused on skill upgradation, exploring 

new materials and motifs to develop new products 

such as home decor accessories like mirror frames, 

book ends, vases, candle stick holders, lampshades, 

wall clocks as well as architectural miniatures. A key 

intervention was connecting the artisans to local 

vendors working with glass, wood, metal, sandstone, 

with an attempt to establish a collaborative craft 

ecosystem in the city. 

The new products were displayed at the Bhanwar 

Niwas Hotel in Bikaner on February 17, 2023 and saw 

several locals join in as well.

The USTTAD project is headed by Neelima Hasija, along 

with Tanishka Kachru as Co-Head. The design team 

for the Usta Kala, Bikaner cluster includes Sweety Taur 

as the Cluster Head, along with Agrani Matta, Yuri 

Oberoi, and Shubham Singh.

Design and Skill Development Workshop for Thatheras 

of Jandiala Guru, Punjab Under the USTTAD Project

The Thatheras of Jandiala Guru (near Amritsar in 

Punjab) make hand-beaten utensils of copper, brass, 

and bronze, once sold in what was Asia’s biggest 

utensil market at a time. Once practised by 500 

artisans, this craft struggles to sustain with just 45 

artisans (active) practising today. 

Twenty-four artisans, including two master artisans 

from Jandiala Guru participated in a design and skill 

development workshop offered at the cluster. This 

was as part of the USTTAD scheme, an initiative of 

the Ministry of Minority Affairs, with the National 

Institute of Design, Ahmedabad, as knowledge partner. 

This workshop focused on blending materials and 

introducing new forms, techniques, and patterns. Some 

new casting techniques were also experimented. 

A key success of the workshop was shifting the artisans’ 

mindsets to explore forms, techniques and surfaces 

beyond the traditional. Some products developed 

include vases, lights, table top accessories, and form 

explorations which can also be used as utensils. 

The USTTAD project is headed by Neelima Hasija, along 

with Tanishka Kachru as Co-Head. The design team for 

the Thathera Craft of Jandiala Guru cluster includes 

Sahil Thappa (Faculty of Product Design) as the Cluster 

Head, along with Mayur Bhalavi (Product Designer), 

Pamaljeet Singh Sidhu (Furniture Designer), and 

Shrishti Yadav (Ceramic & Glass Design).

The Design Aptitude Test (DAT) (Prelims) for admissions 

to the M.Des. & B.Des. programmes for the academic

A product 

that could both inspire playful emotions, as well 

as showcase a touch of elegance. The project was 

part of a two-week design course – ‘Materials and 

Manufacturing’ wherein Dipti found opportunity 

to work on Post-Covid times, when the world 

was shifting towards online shopping, leading to 

increased packaging waste. Parallelly work-from-

home scenarios become rigid in catering to a 

healthy work environment.

Bellezza is made out of environment-frinedly, 

reusable materials and does not require expertise or 

advanced tools while manufacturing. It elevates the 

user’s experience by being flexible and modular and 

caters to a myriad range of requirements. It employs 

mass produced, inexpensive, and easily accessible 

parts which enables the user to replace components 

and extend the life of the lamp.

She was awarded a citation and gifts including 

products made by renowned designers. The award 

also included a scholarship for Instituto Marangoni’s 

Milan campus which she will be attending in due 

course.

Management Centre (KMC)/ Resource Centre (RC) has 

grown leaps and bounds with respect to the contents 

and the knowledge generated internally as a part of 

academics, consultancy, and research.

The mission of KMC/RC is to proactively facilitate 

resources for academic and design research endeavours 

of NID across Ahmedabad, Gandhinagar, and 

Bengaluru campuses. 

The KMC is considered as the backbone of the institute 

and embraced a multifaceted approach in managing 

print, digital, audio-visual material, and prototypes, 

in a seamless manner. The collective strength of all 

resources at the KMC is aimed at giving the power 

to provide services under one roof, with online 

resources to faculty members, students, researchers 

and reference requests to the institutes and researchers 

associated with design.

Print Resources
The KMC has a wide range of collection of books in its 

resources on design, science and technology, art and 

architecture, paintings, history, humanities and several 

others. Presently, the collection has approximately 

76881 books and the periodical section has nearly 214 

current subscriptions of journals with nearly 5903 back 

volumes at all three campuses. The rare and out-of-

print collection includes archival collections on art, 

architecture, paintings, history to name a few. 

Document Collection 
The document collection contains more than 8107 

student Graduation Projects, Colloquium Papers, Craft 

Documentations, Project Reports at all three campuses. 

There are several other reports and documentations on 

various projects NID was involved during the last five 

decades; these documents are unique with innovative 

themes and research-oriented studies. 

Audio Visual Resources
The unique collection of audiovisual material includes 

films, (Audio Cassettes, Audio LP’s, Audio Tapes, 

Audio CD, Digital Audio Tapes (DAT), Films (16mm 

& 35 mm), Filmstrips, Microfilms & microfiche, Slides 

(Transparencies), Video Cassettes (U-matic, VHS, 

Betamax, Betacam), Video CD and DVD) contains NID’s 

own works as well as the ones collected from other 

sources. These are mostly on the topics of design, 

film classics, and of course NID’s own experimental 

and animation films. The Audio Collection contains 

hundreds of hours of music, both Indian as well as 

Western classical, Folk, Jazz, Pop, etc. This collection 

also includes recordings of lectures and speeches held 

at NID, literature readings as well as sound effects, 

which are important resources for both students and 

faculty in their design projects covering diverse themes 

and ideas. The visual collection consisting of nearly

Prototype Collection

The Prototype collection is a display of furniture 

and other products from internationally renowned 

designers like Charles Eames from the USA, Le 

Corbusier from France, Marcel Breuer and Ludwig Mies 

van Der Rohe from Germany, Poul Kjaerholm from 

Denmark, Bruno Mathsson from Sweden, Eero Saarinen 

from the USA and Hans J. Wegner from Denmark and 

others. This Classics collection is displayed to encourage 

the study of design by inspiring the budding designers 

with examples of highest standards. The displayed 
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furniture and products were designed for everyday 

life in Europe and America, and they emphasise the 

challenges the designers’ face, with respect to new 

materials, new technologies, design processes and 

aesthetics. Most of the designs are very artistic, truly 

classic and captivating. This collection of KMC is 

versatile with various designs comprising furniture, 

products, ceramics, and kitchenware to name a few.

Conservation and Preservation at KMC Resources

The KMC has started rectifying torn, damaged, and 

rare books for restoration and preservation. In all, 399 

rare books were preserved and conserved through 

INTACH, Lucknow in 2017. The conservation is a 

continuous and long-term activity. So far, 26 craft 

documents and 43 diploma project documents have 

been conserved and preserved; three magazines 

published by NID’s students during 1980s have been 

digitised and conserved in 2019; and 10 diploma 

project documents have been conserved and preserved 

in 2022 through INTACH, Lucknow.

Resource Guides

The KMC has been providing resource guides to faculty 

members from September 2019.

•	 The main consideration for building an archive 

includes conservation as the physical condition 

of the historical materials is a big concern and 

there is a need for urgently implementing plans to 

safeguard the materials while setting up an archive.

•	 This includes conservation (as per the necessity and 

based on their condition) and digitisation of the 

negatives, positives, prints, drawings, posters, and 

audio-visual materials so that the digital images can 

be accessed and preserved for posterity. And the 

physical material can be conserved and stored in a 

secure place so that any further deterioration of the 

material may be halted.

ICNF focuses on the vision to create an innovation 

driven research culture in areas of sustainability, 

Natural Fibres and Materials with the support of state-

of-the-art infrastructure and efficient support services, 

enabling ICNF researchers to explore cutting-edge 

local, national, and international research with respect 

for humanity, society and environment.

The ICNF initiated and offered a brief and scope for 

Design Project 4 for the students of Textile Design 

(M.Des. Sem 4) through the course anchor. The idea of 

this project was to explore jute innovations for newer 

possibilities through different textile methods and 

techniques and a new product range development. 

The material support for the exploration stage was 

provided by ICNF from the stock remaining from its 

past projects. 

Students have completed a good amount of research 

from the diverse aspects of jute that involves stages 

from cultivation to extraction and then into fibre 

and yarn that later gets converted into material and 

product ranges.

Three students from Textile Design are exploring this 

brief. After completing the research, the students are 

in the phase of exploring jute through weaving and 

other methods of construction that can take the eco-

sustainable usage of jute to a newer level.

The ICNF is in an early stage to initiate a few 

collaborative, ICNF-monitored exploratory classroom 

projects and degree projects with Ereena International, 

a Hyderabad-based design brand that focuses on Eri 

Silk. The brand seeks to develop its new product lines 

by exploring a number of functional properties of 

Himalayan Eri Silk, a natural fibre which incorporates 

high breathability, high moisture transport efficiency, 

low friction coefficient, low flame spread, UV 

protection factor, is anti-fungal, anti-bacterial, 

hypoallergenic, and odourless.

WIRIN Project(Autonomous Vehicle)- WIPRO-IISC –NID

The WIPOD 2.0 project initiative has been newly 

included this year. Wipro already has the car design 

and robotic furniture. The focus is on UX interactions 

for the dashboard, media and entertainment, 

external mobile app, cabin systems, and map and 

navigation. The vehicle will morph into different 

modes with robotic furniture. It will have three 

modes  of communication with humans: inside the 

vehicle, outside, and remote. It will also have vehicle 

to vehicle, vehicle to infrastructure communication 

with multimodal interactions and phygital interfaces. 

Intelligent surfaces inside and outside the vehicle 

in place of screens, but plain touch surfaces may be 

considered for exploratory design concepts.

With the rise in income levels across India, aspirational 

Indians today desire to explore different geographical 

locations. However, while travelling to different 

places in India, tourists face problems such as access 
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to comfortable and safe transport and regulatory 

and security related issues. In addition, there is a 

need to have vehicle interiors suitable for varied 

activities, supportive infrastructural facilities, and 

hospitality services. It is expected that by 2035, Level 4 

autonomous vehicles may be more prevalent on roads, 

helping reduce future road accidents while operating 

with the least interaction of drivers.

The research paper titled  ‘Investigating Work-on-the-

Move Scenarios and User Experience in Autonomous 

Vehicles’ by - Sandipana Das, Mamata Rao, and Vipul 

Vinzuda is accepted for presentation and publication at 

ICORD’ 23 International Conference, to be held at IISc 

Bengaluru from January 09 to 11, 2023.

This was based on the work under the sponsorship of 

WIRIN Labs and the NID research project initiative as 

part of the graduation project of Sandipana Das. 

NID FORD FOUNDATION GRANT

The NID-Ford Foundation funding scheme was 

established a few years ago to promote and encourage 

socially responsive design. This scheme funds ideas/

concepts which have the potential to enhance the 

quality of life in the Indian context. The guiding 

philosophy behind this funding scheme is ‘Design for 

Development’ and it covers important areas of design 

intervention such as social, economic, political, and 

cognitive domains, education, and health. In the past, 

many students from various disciplines have benefitted 

from and availed of the grant from this scheme.

The NID Ford Foundation Grant was announced for 

the M.Des. 2020 entry batch on  July 22, 2022. There 

were 24 applications received from the students, out 

of which, 10 students were awarded the grant in 

September 2022.

The grant for the B.Des. 2019 entry batch was 

announced on January 24, 2023. Applications from 

15 students across various disciplines were received, 

chiefly from  Film & Video Communication, Animation 

Film Design, Exhibition Design, Ceramic & Glass Design; 

07 students were awarded the grant.

SEED RESEARCH GRANT FOR EARLY CAREER FACULTY 

(SRG-ECF)

In order to promote an active research culture and 

initiate innovative research ideas, the institute has 

formalised a policy to provide the Seed Research 

Grant to faculty members. The grant shall be utilised 

towards developing a range of research topics as per 

the mandate. As per the 162nd Governing Council, a 

resolution was passed to extend the Seed Research 

Grant to all faculty members. The second cycle of 

Seed Research Grant was announced on  February 24, 

2022, with a deadline of receiving the applications set 

on  May 31, 2022. Nineteen research proposals were 

received from faculty members under this grant which 

were approved by the Director.

Designing Textiles from Waste: Self-Growing Textiles 

Researcher: Ketan Vadodaria (Dr.)

The research is focused on deriving sustainable material 

for the textile, apparel, and accessories for the fashion 

industry. Currently the process of material formation 

is standardised. Through this project, bio leather has 

been developed from the fermentation of bacteria and 

yeast. This is an alternative to regular leather which 

can be used in the textile industry as well as the fashion 

and accessories industry as well. 

Two-Dimensional Form Studies 

Researcher: Vikram Mitra

The study aims at looking at minute changes in the 

form due to very prescribed actions. 

The approach is kept objective and leans heavily 

on geometrical rationale and avoids any subjective 

discussion and debate regarding the perceived 

aspirations, inspirations, emotions, expressions, and 

connotations of the form. 

Research for Extending the Scope for Colour Education 

in Design Curriculum

Researcher: Amit Sinha

Two-way research has been initiated on colour. The 

first is a series of secondary research on available 

literature, aimed at identifying usable methods in 

the relevance of the context. Secondly, practice-based 

research methods to test newer inputs and assignments 
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in colour classes are initiated to understand the impact 

of both conventional as well as these new inputs. 

The faculty presented a research paper titled ‘Human-

Centric Approach to Study Colour in Design Education’ 

at the International Conference ‘Design in the Era 

of Industry 4.0’, the 9th International Conference on 

Research into Design (ICoRD’23). His paper explores 

pedagogical experimentation applied in courses on 

colour through design teaching practice and discusses 

the emerging scope of a human-centred approach to 

colour learning through its findings. Extending from 

his PhD research, identifying the emerging scope, 

methods, and mapping the required support system 

for the future of colour course in design teaching is the 

key focus area of his SRG research proposal.

The research paper title Challenges and Opportunities 

of Spatial Sound Design in Cinematic Virtual Reality: A 

Scoping Review’ by Hitesh Chaurasia has been accepted 

for 9th International Conference on Research into 

Design (ICoRD’23) organised by the Indian Institute of 

Science, Bengaluru from January 09 to 11, 2023.

Swagata Naidu (Associate Senior Faculty) has already 

initiated Stage 1 of her research work ‘From Within: 

Monograph on Jayanti L. Naik’ with support from NID 

Archives. 

The next step was to go through the work to find 

verticals pertaining to pedagogy, inspiration, and 

approach at the cross section of his role as a teacher, 

designer, and artist that can be showcased through an 

exhibition. Work on this exhibition is ongoing and it 

might tentatively be open by mid-February.

Shekhar Bhattacharjee has already started his 

secondary research stage and is studying books, 

papers, and case studies on his research topic  ‘Play 

Way Method’. Along with that, he conducted 

two participatory workshops with anganwaris to 

understand possibilities of establishing research labs 

in the anganwari. For this project, he worked with 

the Aga Khan Foundation, Bihar who offered a joint 

research project with them on the same topic.

Anju Pawar (Senior Faculty) has conducted a study 

titled ‘Expanding the Traditions of Potter’s Material 

Palette to Leverage their Creative Process, Expression 

and Market Prosperity’. She visited different craft 

clusters in the Kutch region from  January 29, 2023 

to  February 04, 2023. She met with potters and 

took part in their daily routine and studied their 

work culture. There are very few traditional potters 

working according to their traditional methods; 

they strive to carry forward their craft legacy to the 

younger generation, some of the potters making their 

traditional vessels for cooking and storage purposes, 

have moved to contemporary forms and products 

based on the current requirements. Unfortunately, 

instead of the rich traditional clay colour of painted 

pottery which they used to paint from many 

generations, now most of the potters are using acrylic 

or synthetic colours to decorate their terracotta pots. 

If this new practice will continue, then the traditional 

culture of painted pottery of Kutch will vanish soon 

and the old heritage pottery of Kutch will be no 

more available to the next generation. This is a major 

concern. 

Amarnath Praful (Faculty, Photography Design) has 

already initiated the secondary research such as 

literature review and documentary review with regard 

to this research. As the next step, he would undertake 

the initial visit to Lakshadweep.

Amrapali Hazra (Faculty, Digital Game Design) is 

undertaking a research study titled ‘Sati to Kali and 

Everything in Between: Depiction of the Female Divine 

or Mother Goddess in Indian Art’. The first phase of 

the study has been devoted to answering questions 

regarding Indian art, its origins, history, themes, and 

cultural significance; contextualising the same in the 

broader framework of art among the prehistoric and 

ancient civilisations; and understanding the various 

indigenous art forms that have emerged on the Indian 

subcontinent and the history behind the same.

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10. CENTRE FOR TEACHING AND LEARNING (CTL)
The CTL recognises that there is a growing need 

for design educators in India. Research on design 

education has been an underexplored area in India and 

provides a potential to initiate research, experiments, 

and innovation-led programmes for the future. This 

can support the need of improving the quality of 

educational experiences through the education and 

training of design educators across the country. It can 

be furthered by widespread dissemination through 

training, workshops, and publications. The popularity 

of design education in India is growing rapidly thus 

intensifying this need.

The CTL team had envisioned a five-year plan and 

budgeted activities along the three verticals of Reflect-

Research, Explore-Grow, and Connect-Outreach. This 

was proposed as part of a larger planned SFC proposal. 

Subsequently, the CTL was encouraged to initiate 

certain low budget activities.

The CTL team had a strategic meeting in April in order 

to plan certain in-house activities (spread across the 

three NID campuses) and some to pan across newly-

founded NIDs. 

Under the mandate of Explore-Grow, the CTL proposes 

to hold lectures, workshops, and training for faculty 

in order to inform them vis-à-vis new research in the 

domain of design pedagogy, cognition, learnability 

and several others. One of the plans under the vertical 

of Explore-Grow was to hold a workshop among NID 

faculty (of all three campuses) in unconference mode. 

The team believes that preference should be given to 

the younger faculty to participate, share and discuss, 

and even raise questions rather than present and 

declare. The workshop is tentatively scheduled for 

October/ November after the convocation.

The tentative topics proposed by the team were: 

aligning with today’s learners, inclusive teaching 

in design, design teaching, and diverse learners-

challenges and opportunities. The convenors for these 

could be young faculty members from each campus.

Under the mandate of Connect-Outreach, the CTL 

proposes to partner with internal departments within 

the three NID campuses, alternative educational 

hubs and think tanks, with international MoU 

partners; to share, learn and contribute towards a 

robust design learning and teaching culture. The 

CTL facilitates formation of COPs- Communities of 

Practice across NID’s international partners. The CTL 

also envisions initiating residency programmes at NID 

by collaborating with national/ international MoU 

partners and industry experts.

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17. OFFICIAL LANGUAGE IMPLEMENTATION
In order to ensure adequate propagation and 

development of the Official Language (OL) Hindi as 

per the Official Language Policy of the Government, 

the institute holds various activities/programmes in 

Hindi during 2019–2020 in the perspective of Annual 

Programme for 2019–2020 issued by the Department 

of Official Language. In order to comply with the 

instructions issued by the Ministry of Commerce & 

Industry, regarding implementation/compliance of 

OL Policy of the Government and to achieve the 

target fixed by the Department of Official Language, 

with a renewed focus on the deliverables that must 

be sustained throughout the plan, not solely at its 

inception. The report also highlighted the importance 

of interdepartmental coordination in implementing an 

official languages plan.

The Official Languages Coordination Unit has been 

tasked with coordinating departmental action plans 

and with providing support needed by departments 

to identify and achieve the strategy. The institute 

has drawn its own action plan to implement various 

provisions contained therein. The OL Section mandate 

is therefore to ensure continued progress as the plan 

is rolled out and implemented in the coming years. 

Ministry-wise/Region-wise assessment of the use of 

Hindi, on basis of review of the compliance of the 

section 3(3) of the Official Languages Act, 1963 and 

rule 5 of the Official Languages Rules, 1976 relating 

to correspondence in Hindi, publication, code-manual 

and training etc. in Hindi, purchase of Hindi books 

in Central Government Offices, computerization and 

Hindi, compulsory provision of Hindi knowledge in 

recruitment rules, availability of Hindi medium in 

academic and training institutions, expenditure on 

Hindi advertisements and use of Hindi for commercial 

activities etc. 

As a first step in this regard, most of the 

correspondences with Central and State Government 

organisations were made in Hindi. Apart from the 

day-to-day official works in Hindi, the following Hindi 

activities were organised in the institute with utmost 

motivation and encouragement.

•	 Celebration of Hindi Utsav-2021

The NDBI is a design-centred technology business 

incubator of NID Ahmedabad set-up with support 

from the Department of Science & Technology (DST), 

Government of India and Department for Promotion 

of Industry & Internal Trade (DPIIT), Ministry of 

Commerce & Industry Government of India. The NDBI 

is also one of the nodal institutes for the Industries 

Commissionerate, Government of Gujarat for 

promoting the state’s start-up/innovation policies.

Highlights of the Key NDBI Initiatives/Activities 

Accomplished During FY 2022–2023

MoU’s/Partnerships & Tie-ups

•	 The NDBI entered into MoU with Eques Capital, a 

venture capital firm to extend funding support to 

the incubated start-ups. 

•	 The NDBI tied-up with Jagriti Yatra in May 2022 

for outreach and promotion of entrepreneurship 

among students and young entrepreneurs.

•	 In January 2023, the NDBI partnered with YNOS, an 

online platform for the Indian startup ecosystem, 

connecting incubated star-tups with investors and 

other ecosystem players.

Their UDP provides a unique 3-wheeled design that 

people can adapt easily. Being a physically stable 

product, it also aims to reduce the number of road 

accidents happening due to loss of balance.
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INDIA DESIGN COUNCIL
The India Design Council is an autonomous body of 

Government of India established under the aegis of 

Department for Promotion of Industry and Internal 

Trade, Ministry of Commerce & Industry. It is a national 

strategic body for multi-disciplinary design and is 

involved in promotion of design to ultimately make 

India a design enabled country. In the year 2007, India 

became one of the few countries to adopt a National 

Design Policy. To enable the policy implementation the 

Indian Government announced establishment of Indian 

Design Council (IDC) in March 2009.

The India Design Council is spearheading the national 

design direction and is working with other government 

agencies, the design community, industry and 

education institutions to promote design in business, 

society and public services and developing design 

excellence.

India Design Mark is a design standard, a symbol, 

which recognises good design. The India Design 

Council grants India Design Mark after evaluating 

good design through a systemised process. The India 

Design Mark is initiated in cooperation with the Good 

Design Award, Japan. India Design Mark symbolizes 

product excellence in form, function, quality, safety, 

sustainability and innovation and communicates that 

the product is usable, durable, aesthetically appealing, 

and socially responsible.

The third council formed on  May 08, 2017, has 

completed its three year term on  May 07, 2020. It now 

awaits the reconstitution of the governing council of 

the IDC by the Ministry in order to form the fourth 

council.
